3. Who are we playing for? Adults, Children, Elderly? 

4. How long would you like us to play?  

5. Can you provide chairs? Our dulcimers are long instruments held in our laps.  

6. Because dulcimers are acoustically quiet instruments, will amplification be needed?  

7. If we will be playing outside we’ll need covered seating or shade to protect our instruments from sun. 

8. Will other bands be playing also?  

9. If we are playing outside and it rains, are there contingency plans to move elseewhere? 

10. Will other bands be playing at the same time, before, or after us? 

11. We do not charge for our playing but the club will accept donations.
